Analysis of Students’ Feedback Session 2018-19

Every year IQAC collect feedback from the outgoing batch to assess and evaluate different
aspects of the institution. This is significant in a sense that these students have been in the
college for three years and hence are in a better position as compared to others to assess and
analyze the ingtitution and its performance. This year also a set of questionnaire were
supplied to the students covering the areas of teaching learning, College infrastructure, Office
and administration and Library and Laboratory. This set of questionnaire consisted of 72
guestions; which were to be assessed by the respondents. On the basis of the feedbacks
received from the outgoing students it is found that 73% of the students assumes that the
college’s performance is satisfactory when it comes to facilities pertaining to the teaching and
learning, however punctuality of the teachers is the concerned where students have responded
dissatisfaction with 58%. This is evident from the feedbacks receive that 73% of the
respondents are of the view that support provided by the teachers to the students is highly
appreciable. Similarly, teacher’s preparedness for the class, field trips and study trips
conducted by the college received positive feedbacks. 70% of the students believe that that
the classes are held regularly which is an important indicator of a healthy educational
environment. Another important and prominent aspect highlighted by the students pertains to
the absence of any discriminatory practices in the institution. 68% of the respondents were of
the view that the teacher’s ability to manage the classroom efficiently and effectively is

satisfactory in nature.

This is evident from the feedbacks received from the students more than 73% have
given a positive response to college infrastructure. 53% of the respondents marked
themselves as not satisfactory as far as the canteen facility available in the institution is
concern. According to the feedbacks received, it can be contended that though the majority of
the students have responded positively as far as the technological support in the form of




Internet facility and photocopying facility is concerned, yet there is lot to be done in this
regard as the performance of the student is directly related to the availability of the study
material. This is also pertinent considering the financial status of the students; majority of
whom are below poverty level. Another important aspect that is evident from the feedbacks
received relates to the hygiene and availability of clean drinking water within the campus.
Though more than 54% have given a positive response, yet the figure is not satisfactory
considering its importance and relevance. Similar is the case with the sports facility and

extracurricular activities.

According to the feedbacks received, it is clear that the students are content with the
overall office and administration of the college. However, there are few aspects that need
special mention. For instance, 73 % the student’s response to the question whether the
admission process was fair, was very positive which demonstrates the transparency of the
admission process of the college. It is aso heartening to know that the 68 % of the informants
were of the view that the elections are regularly held and more so are held in a very fair
manner, highlighting the democratic environment of the college. 68% of the respondents are
of the view that college’s ‘Grievances Redressal Cell” functions properly; that there is a
system to facilitate gender sensitization, further, the behaviour of the administrative staff in
the office/ library/ laboratory is also satisfying as per the feedbacks received.

There seems to be a general pattern of the feedbacks as majority i.e. 82% of the
students have responded positively to the library and laboratory facility of the college. The
only area of concern here is the lack of adequate photocopy facility in the library. Thisis a
very critical issue which needs immediate attention. 61% of the students are aware of the
journals and are quite content with it. It is evident from the respond that 58% the students are
able to access the e-recourses. However, there is a major section of the students who are not
aware of such facilities present in the college. The audio-visual classrooms, though is still in
a nascent stage, it is encouraging to know that the students have already benefitted from such
a facility and are happy with it. The figures are definitely going to increase in the coming

years.

Analysis of Students’ Feedback Session 2019-20

Each year, the Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) gathers feedback from the graduating
cohort to assess and evaluate various aspects of the institution. This practice is significant as
these students have been part of the college for three years, positioning them well to provide
infformed assessments and analyses of the ingtitution's performance. This year, a
comprehensive questionnaire was distributed to the students, covering areas such as teaching
and learning, college infrastructure, office and administration, and library and laboratory

facilities. The questionnaire comprised 72 items, which the respondents evaluated.

Based on the feedback from the outgoing students, it wasfound that 56% of the students
rated the college’s facilities for teaching and learning as satisfactory. However, there was
notable dissatisfaction with the punctuality of the teachers, with 36% expressing concerns.
Nonetheless, 62% of the respondents appreciated the support provided by the teachers. Positive
feedback was also given regarding the teachers' preparedness for class, aswell asthefield trips
and study trips organized by the college. Furthermore, 68% of the students confirmed that
classes were held regularly, indicating a healthy educational environment. Another important
aspect highlighted by the students was the absence of discriminatory practices within the

institution, with 65% rating the teachers' classroom management skills as satisfactory.

Regarding college infrastructure, over 62% of the students responded positively.
However, 42% were dissatisfied with the canteen facilities. Although the mgjority of students
responded positively about the technological support, including internet and photocopying

facilities, there remains significant room for improvement, particularly given the direct impact




of study material availability on student performance and the financial constraints faced by
many students. Feedback also indicated concerns about campus hygiene and the availability of
clean drinking water, with only 47% providing a positive response, underscoring the need for
improvement in this area. Similar concerns were noted regarding sports facilities and

extracurricular activities.

Feedback on the college’s office and administration was generally positive, though
specific areas were highlighted for atention. For instance, 61% of students viewed the
admission process as fair, reflecting transparency. Additionally, 52% reported that elections
were conducted regularly and fairly, indicating a democratic environment. Furthermore, 61%
of respondents felt that the college’s Grievance Redressal Cell functioned effectively, and there

was satisfaction with the administrative staff's behavior in the office, library, and laboratory.

A majority (74%) of the students responded positively to the library and laboratory
facilities. However, a critical issue noted was the inadequate photocopying facilities in the
library, which requires immediate attention. While 53% of the students were aware of and
satisfied with the available journals, there is a significant portion of students unaware of such
resources. Although the audio-visual classrooms are till in their early stages, it is encouraging
that students have already benefited from them and expressed satisfaction. It is anticipated that

these figures will improve in the coming years.
